	Lesson sequence 
Learning Intention: To identify how to use technology safely and describe the strategies we can use to keep ourselves safe when using digital devices.
Key Inquiry Question: 
What helps us to stay healthy and safe?
How do we make healthy and safe choices in different situations?
Skill Focus: Self-Management Skills, Interpersonal Skills
Learning sequence:
Whole class discussion on the mat 
Introduction 
-Tell students that during this lesson, they will be learning about using digital devices safely
-Explain to students that some information is special and belongs only to you, such as your name and where you live.
Organisation: Open space preferably in class or sports gymnasium 
Group work 
-Ask students to get into a group with everyone else who has the same following characteristics as themselves:
o number of eyes o number of legs o boy or girl o the same hair colour
o the same first name o lives in the same house o the same first and last name
By the end of this activity, each student should be standing alone.
Ask students to explain why they are standing alone?
